MINUTES
I.  Call to Order and Roll Call of Memibers — meeting began at 4:45 p.m.

The meeting was convened at 4:45 p.m. and a roll call of members was taken. Members in attendance
included the following: Council Members McGowen, Dodwell, Porter, Goodson, Bertolino, Levitt, and
Cullinane. Other City officials in attendance included City Administrator Ryan Thomas, Director of Planning
and Parks Joe Vujnich, Assistant Director of Planning and Parks Kathy Arnett, and City Clerk Liz Weiss.

Il. Approval of the Meeting Minutes from the June 27, 2016 Meeting

A motion was made by Council Member McGowen, seconded by Council Member Goodson, to approve the
minutes. A voice vote was taken, with no objections, and the motion was approved. Council Members
Bertolino and Levitt abstained.

IV. Discussion Item(s)

For Information - Four (4) Items

a. Newmark Grubb Zimmer, Local Office Broker - Introduction

Ben Albers from Newmark Grubb Zimmer introduced himself to the Economic Development Task Force
Members and provided his background and experience with commercial real estate listings in the
Wildwood area. He noted his company has listings in the Westridge Office Center and other areas of the
Town Center. He added that Wildwood residents looking for office space or satellite offices have
increased lately and he hopes this trend continues. Mr. Albers also noted that Newmark Grubb Zimmer is
also looking for a University to fill the void that Lindenwood left in the Town Center. He concluded that
he is available for any questions the Task Force Members may have and that he looks forward to working
with the City. 4

Discussion was held among the Task Force Members regarding the following: how the City can help and
partner with Newmark Grubb Zimmer; the belief the new job position created, the Economic
Development Manager, will have an important role with and direct contact with Mr. Albers; how many
new tenants have signed leases in the last year; what individuals point to as the biggest reason for
leaving the Wildwood area; price comparisons of space between Westeridge Office Center and the Town
Center Area in proximity to City Hall; and what the City can do to ensure the lines of communication are
open between it and Newmark Grubb Zimmer.



b. Outdoor Retailer Report

City Administrator Thomas provided an overview of the Outdoor Retailer Trade Show he attended in Salt
Lake City, Utah. He noted this is a large market that the City could tap into and provided names of
retailers that he has contacted or been in contact with to involve them in the City’s events.

¢.  American Trail Running Association Feature

City Administrator Thomas noted he saw an article from the American Trail Running Association (ATRA),
stating that it was going to start doing a monthly feature on “Trail Towns”. He added, since that time
have been working with Nancy Hobbs, the Executive Director of the American Trail Running Association
(ATRA), to see if Wildwood could be considered. Thus, ATRA is now planning to feature Wildwood as
their “September Trail Town”, which should give the City good exposure nationally. Once the feature is
published, it will also be promoted through the City’s website, e-newsletter and social media.

d. Business View Magazine Feature
City Administrator Thomas noted he was contacted by Business View Magazine, looking to do a feature
on Wildwood as part of their series on best practices of cities and city management. He added, he was
interviewed by their editor-in-chief, and provided a significant amount of background on the City, its past
and present practices, and its future economic development aspirations. Thus, the magazine is planning
to include the feature in their October issue. .

Ready for Action - Two (2) Items
a. Economic Development Manager Recruitment Process

City Administrator Thomas noted the new Economic Development Manager position has been posted on
the City Website, has been advertised in West Newsmagazine, as well as the East-West Gateway Local
Government Briefings and Missouri Economic Development Council website. He added, the closing date is
September 2, 2016, and as of August 19, 2016, we are in receipt of eight (8) résumés. City Administrator
Thomas also stated, before proceeding with the interview process, he would like to extend the invitation
to any members of the Economic Development Task Force to provide suggested questions andfor
participate in the interviews.

Discussion was held among Task Force Members regarding the following: the belief that the decision on
who to hire is entirely up to City Administrator Thomas but that Council Members Cullinane, McGowen,
and Dodwell are available to participate in the interviews if needed.

b. Missouri Municipal Review Magazine — Upcoming Economic Development Issue

City Administrator Thomas stated The Missouri Municipal League’s monthly publication, Missouri
Municipal Review, will be focused on economic development for its January issue. He noted he reached
out to its editor, and she indicated that they have space in this issue and would be glad to have
Wildwood featured. However, he added, they would like to have an idea of the topic of the proposed
article, so they can make sure they don’t have duplicate topics in the same issue.

City Administrator Thomas suggested the City provide options, in the event they have similar articles
already planned. He noted a few potential ideas would be as follows:
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e Process of Developing our Economic Development Guide
e Building an Brand around Outdoor Sport and Recreation
e Town Center Plan [ New Urbanism
